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Dear Patient,
During your stay in our hospital, our staff will do its utmost to meet your needs and requests. The Patient’s
Rights Law lists all basic rights you are entitled to.

It is important for you to know your rights to which our staff will comply.
1. The Right To Medical Treatment

Every person has the right to receive proper and professional medical treatment without discrimination and with full
respect and understanding of the person's religion, culture, values and beliefs.
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2. The Right To Receive Medical Information
You have the right to receive all current information regarding your diagnosis, treatment, foreseeable and
unforeseeable results, treatment success rates, alternatives therapeutic solutions and information pertaining to the
recovery process.

3. The Right To Medical Confidentiality
Information regarding your condition will not be transmitted to any person unless you explicitly consent doing so
or pursuant to a statutory requirement. All hospital employees are obligated to keep patients’ medical information
confidential.

4. The Right To Privacy During The Course Of Treatment And Tests
You have the right to privacy of your person and your body during examinations and treatment procedures. You
have the right to request that another person of your choice be present upon being examined/treated/during doctors
rounds, subject to the hospital's policies.
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5. The Right To Participate In The Treatment Process
You have the right to ask questions concerning your treatment so that you can participate in the treatment process
and make decision in respect thereof.

6. The Right To A Second Opinion
You have the right to request and receive a second medical opinion without fearing that your treatment will be
compromised. If you choose to contact a medical professional outside the hospital, you must apprise your attending
doctor in the ward of such a decision.

7. The Right To Informed Consent In Respect To Treatment
You have the right to know what tests, procedures and treatment require your consent and how you are expected to
provide such consent.

8. The Right To Appoint A Medical Representative
You have the right to appoint another person of your choice as stipulated by the law, in the event that you cannot give
your consent for treatment. Your representative will be authorized to receive medical information and make treatment
decisions on your behalf. Additional information regarding this topic can be obtained from our staff.

9. The Right To Refuse/Stop Treatment
You have a right to refuse treatment to to discontinue treatment, subject to the law. The staff will inform you of the
possible consequences of this decision and of the hospital's obligations associated thereto.

10. The Patient And His Relative’s Right To Receive Relieving (Palliative) Treatment During His Last Days
The patient and his relatives have the right to receive support during his last days, respecting unique needs and the
right to support while respecting both religious and cultural values.

11. The Right To File A Complaint In The Event Of Differences Of Opinion Regarding Treatment
In the event you feel you have been wronged with respect to your treatment, you have the right to contact the public
inquiries unit or the institutional ethics committee, in the event of a difference of opinion and disagreement between
you and the attending staff.

12. The Right To Receive Medical Documents
You have the right to receive a copy of the medical documents related to your treatment upon being discharged from
the ward/clinic and thereafter through the medical records department at the hospital, pursuant to the Ministry of
Health's policies.

13. The Patient's Identity
You have the right to know the name and position of each staff member responsible for your care. Staff member
should introduce themselves to you.
